CHIEF SCOUT EXECUTIVE VISITS CCC

For the first time in our 95 year history, the Chief Scout Executive of the BSA is going to visit our Council. The National
Office has informed us that on Friday, July 25, Chief Scout Executive Bob Mazzuca will honor us with a visit.

Robert fABobd Maz zGhief&cost Exeouteves (CSES of thehNational Council
of the Boy Scouts of America (BSA), headquartered in Irving, Texas.

A native of San Juan Bautista, Calif., and a graduate of California Polytechnic State
University, Mazzuca is a long-time supporter of the Scouting movement and has served the
BSA as a professional for 36 years. His most recent position was Assistant Chief Scout
Executive, which he has held since 2006.

As a youth, Mazzuca earned the rank of Eagle Scout, the highest advancement in Scout-
ing. For Mazzuca, this was not only a youth achievement i but also a valuable lesson in
service, leadership, citizenship and character development he has used throughout his
years in higher education, business and community service.

Bob began his Scouting career in 1971, in Modesto, Calif., as a District Executive and
Exploring Executive. He became the Exploring Director, in Sacramento, in 1975 and
eventually served as a Field Director and Director of Field Service. In 1983, Mazzuca be-
came Scout Executive in Stockton, Calif. In 1987, Bob advanced to Area Director of the
Western Region. He was promoted to Scout Executive of the Golden Empire Council, in
Sacramento, in 1988. In 1992, he was named Assistant Region Director for the Southern
Region and in 1995, Scout Executive in Pittsburgh.

Mazzuca has received the Catholic Churchod
multiple times for his service to the BSA T including being named a James E. West Fellow,
Heritage Society Member and a Baden Powell Fellow.
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Today, Bob leads the BSA as it builds the c¢cnaractier an
believes the most powerful way to |l ead one of the nati
the Scout Oath and Law. The BSA Oath teaches a dedication to duty, God, country, others and self. The Boy Scout Law
describes how to live a life of honor by being trustworthy, loyal, helpful, friendly, courteous, kind, obedient, cheerful,
thrifty, brave, clean and reverent.

As CSE, one of Mazzucabds first goals is to strengthen
their time. Also, he is committed to preparing young Americans to become exceptional adults by cultivating in them a
sense of community, family, ambition, leadership and priority so that they will make the world a better place.

"The Chief" will be guest speaker at two events on the 25th. The first will be our Gathering of Eagles event which is
coupled with our annual Eagle Scout Recognition Dinner. This event runs from Noon until about 4 PM and will be hosted
by the Warren Elks. It will take place in Clemons Parks, directly across the street from the Betts Scout Service Center.
All Eagle Scouts are vigorously encouraged to attend. Lunch will be served by the Elks and there is no cost to anyone
participating. All Eagle Scouts who attend and register will receive a special Eagle Scout Council Shoulder Strip at no
charge. The Chief Scout Executive will be mingling with everyone, shaking hands, signing autographs, and will also be
a speaker at the event.

CcuB CAMP OPEN TO ALL!

Whether your boy is an incoming Tiger, Wolf, Bear or Webelos Scout, all Cubs, Leaders, Parents and Siblings are in-
vited to participate in our Cub Camp this summer.

CuB CAMP PROGRAM DETAIL

There has been some question with regard to what will be offered at the Cub Scout Summer Adventure Camp this
summer. Following is a list of some of the programming we hope to offer. Most of it is set in stone already, however,
some of the plans are still tentative based on the availability of program supplies, etc. Please be aware that ALL pro-
gramming will be age-appropriate.

Fri twilight is open swim, pemmican making and probably a flashlight-less night hike

e Sat twilight is ice cream making & cobbler making with the Boy Scouts, crafts and open swim

Each boy will collect wampum at each activity station throughout the day and by the end of the week will have a belt
You can see that the plans are mapped out with one thing in mind - FUN for all boys and families who attend.

PROPERTIES UPDATE

So that everyone knows what the scope and size of projects that we are currently undertaking are, the Council Proper-
ties Committee is publishing its current projects in this edition of The Pathfinder.

In 2007, the new Betts Foundation Pavilion was erected as an adjunct of the Dining Hall at Camp Olmsted. The Commit-
tee also arranged to have all buildings at Camp re-roofed.

2008's projects are a bit more ambitious. We are taking on a number of issues with regard to Camp upgrades while up-
grading the Betts Scout Service Center at the same time. We were fortunate enough to secure funding from a number
of different sources which would allow us to purchase dividers for the shower house at camp. Now all youth and adults
(both sides) will have their own changing and showering spaces. We actually get two additional showerheads when we
make individual stalls as opposed to the current gang-shower arrangement. This upgrade should be completed before
summer camp starts on July 12. In addition, we will be working on the condition of the roads, from the Ranger's resi-
dence to the waterfront. New gravel will be laid and the roads improved. This project could take up to two years to com-
plete, but we are definitely addressing this need. Also in 2008, the Council Properties Committee has secured funding to
refurbish the interior of the Betts Scout Service Center. Visitors will find new windows, new carpeting, and a fresh coat of
paint in all the rooms of the first floor. The carpet had been there since the building was donated to us in 1971 !! None
of the funding for the service center projects came from FOS, United Fund, or our Council Endowment Fund.

As you can see, we've been very busy working to continually maintain and upgrade our Council-owned facilities. If you
have suggestions for future projects, please put them in writing and submit them to Scout Executive Kevin Bonner at the
Betts Scout Service Center, 316 Fourth Ave., Warren.

SUMMERSON TO HEAD JAMBOREE

The Council Centennial National Jamboree Committee chaired by Doug Angove, has selected Dart Summerson, SM
Troop 17 in Sugar Grove, as our Jamboree Scoutmaster. Upon selection, Dart was contacted and accepted the posi-
tion.

The 2010 National Jamboree will be held July 26 - Aug 4, 2010 at Fort A.P. Hill, VA. This Jamboree celebrates the
100th Anniversary of the founding of the BSA and will be quite an experience for all Scouts attending. Scouts will
have the opportunity to try rappelling, scuba, kayaking, rafting, sailing, trap shooting, archery, bikeathons, buckskin
games, confidence courses, conservation trails, arts and sciences and much more. There will be a re-creation of Ba-
den-Powell's original Scout Camp on Brownsea Island, a Native American village, arena shows, fireworks and too
many other things to list.

For the week the Scouts will be in Camp, Fort A.P. Hill becomes the fastest growing city in Virginia, with over 50,000
Boy Scouts expected to be on hand. The Jamboree has its own bus system, hospital, police department, fire depart-
ment, post office, newspaper, and retail stores. Just like most any other large city. In other words, this is not just your
average Scout Campout.

All boys who are Webelos and older should make it a priority to plan to attend the Jamboree by registering as soon as
possible and by making your deposit to the Council Service Center as soon as possible. In order to attend, Scouts
must be:

1) approved by their Scoutmaster

2) be at least 12 years old or completed 6th grade by July 1, 2010

3) must be a First Class Scout by July 1, 2010

4) His 18th birthday must not be before Aug. 3, 2010.

5) Participation requires a pre-Jamboree training experience.

6) each Scout must file a personal health and medical record form before that training event.
7) The Scout must be active in his Troop for at least 6 months prior to July 1, 2010.

The total cost for the Jamboree is still being figured out but it will be in the neighborhood of at least $2,000. This in-
cludes all extra meals and transportation to and form the Jamboree. The actual figure will be published as soon as the
cost is determined. At any rate, it's not much for a once-in-a-lifetime experience like this.

Social Security Number Requirement
Some of you may have received a letter asking you to go
oftlipej agd upgafe,ygur filegfar the BSA. d he gegspndfoy
this is because when you originally signed up to join the
Scouting program, social security numbers were not re-
quired for a background check. The Boy Scouts of Amer-
ica are committed in making the program as safe for our
boys as possible. This means that background checks will
be performed on all Scouters that have not had one previ-
ously.
The BSA uses ChoicePoint as the provider of our back-
ground checks. Securing valid Social Security numbers is
a part of the process that helps ChoicePoint accurately
identify persons submitted for background checks. Those
of you who decline to provide a valid Social Security num-
ber will not be allowed to register or reregister as leaders
in the BSA program.

If you do not have a Social Security number or will not
provide it because you have been a victim of identity
theft, you may ask your local Scout Executive to make an
exception. Exceptions will be handled on a case-by-case
basis. If you feel that you may be an exception, please do
not fill out the online authorization, contact your Scout
Executive.
