Council Treats For The Troops Chair Ed Burris announces that the effort to send as much popcorn to our active-duty
military members in Iraq & Afghanistan is back and we hope that all of our Packs, Troops, Crews and Posts participate in
this important service.

If you missed our first attempt at this last spring, we sold just two items of popcorn ($14 Microwaveable & $8 Carmel
Tins) all around the county. When the sale was over, we were able to ship over $8,000 worth of Trails End popcorn to
the military through our partnership with the USO.

This year we are adding something to the mix. A $5 bag of peanuts will be added to the list of items.

The USO sent us pictures of one of the camps our soldiers are stationed in Iraq and told us how very much they appreci-
ate the treats we're sending. Our hope is that every Scout will set a personal goal of selling $200 worth of popcorn and
peanuts so that we can send as much of these items as possible to those who are laying their lives on the line in active
war zones.

Units who sell will receive a straight 35% commission from their unit sales. This is up 5% from last year. Sales forms will
be mailed to all unit leaders soon. The sale starts March 6th and ends April 18th - when we hope to send over $10,000
of treats to our troops this spring. Let's all pitch in and make this year's effort even more successful than last year.

Policy on Scout Participation in Political Events

Since we are in a presidential election year, it is a good
time to rest atsandindipplicyByarding
the participation of Scouts in political rallies and other
political events.

Uniformed unit members and leaders may participate in
flag ceremonies at political events and may lead the
Pledge of Allegiance; however, they should retire after
the ceremony and not remai
or in a conspicuous location where television viewers
could construe their presence as an endorsement or
symbol of support. In addition, photos of candidates or
Scouts in uniform or BSA marks and logos are not
allowed in political campaign materials of any kind.

Volunteers and professionals must be alert to situations
that would imply that the BSA favors one candidate over
another. Strict observance of our long-standing policy
against the active participation of uniformed Scouts and
leaders in political events is mandatory.

RECHARTERING ONLINE! ADVANCEMENTS TOO!

Recharter time is fast approaching and our Council has taken a step to make all that paperwork a bit easier on everyone.
All of our rechartering units this year will need to get online to complete their charter.

The link to the Online Rechartering is on our Council website. Just click on the link and follow the instructions. The pro-
gram figures out all the costs etc and leaves you with no guesswork. Then just print out the final copies, get the appropri-
ate signatures, draft a check for the appropriate amount, send it all in to the Betts Scout Service Center, and presto -
you're done.

To access the site, each unit will be given their own unique password in their rechartering information sometime in April.

Believe us - no one particularly likes change, but then, no one particularly loves doing their charters the old way either.
This whole thing is designed to make your rechartering as quick and painless as possible - so if you've been responsible
for the recharter paperwork in the past, smile!

In addition to the Online Rechartering, all units will also have the opportunity to do their advancements online, and we
encourage all to give this a try. The Online Advancements are accessible through the same link as Online Rechartering
on the Council website. Once again, all units will receive a unique pass code to access the advancement area. No more
filling out those advancement reports by hand - just type in the advancements for your boys, submit the information, print
out the sheet and turn it into the Scout office to fill your advancement order. It's that simple. No more missing records, no
more lost merit badges - once you submit the information, your advancement record is automatically recorded in the Na-
tional Office. So when it's time to earn Eagle Scout (or any time you want to), you will be able to print your own advance-
ment record of every boy in your unit.

These services are provided this year at no cost to our Council, so we urge everyone to take advantage of the miracles
of modern technology.

Again, Online Advancements at this time are optional; Online Rechartering will be mandatory for those units rechartering
this June.
