Our annual fall popcorn sale has a new twist this year. Based on our experience in the Spring with
the "Treats for The Troops" effort, many people purchased the peanuts that we offered during that
sale. Therefore, we're going to offer peanuts this fall as well.

Your unit may decide to sell both Popcorn AND peanuts, just stick with selling popcorn, or just try
selling the peanuts. It's not mandatory that you sell the peanuts, we're just simply offering them as
an enhancement, or change, from just Trails End popcorn. You decide!

Popcorn and Peanut information will be distributed at the regular monthly leader meeting on October 2.

The fall sale starts on October 3. All orders (for both popcorn and peanuts) will be due into the Service Center by November
7. Popcorn and peanut pickup will be Friday, November 21. Payments are due at the Council by December 19 so that we
can pay the popcorn and peanut companies in a timely fashion.

Selling popcorn and peanuts helps your Pack raise funds so you have enough money to operate, boys can earn their way to
camp, pay for recharter and many other things. Please draft a budget for your unit. List all the possible expenses you'll have
this year and divide by the number of boys in your unit. That gives you a cost-per-boy and tells you how much each boy
needs to raise in order to fund himself in the program. Then please set sales goals for each of your Scouts when they sell,
and encourage them to achieve those goals. This is one of the tenants of Scouting and teaches boys a lifelong lesson.

Also, please make sure that you have "Individual Boy Accounts". This doesn't mean you put Johnny's funds in one
mayonnaise jar and Billy's in another. All these accounts are is a way to reward those boys who do an outstanding job of
selling. If every one of your boys gets the same benefit from a sale, you're doing an injustice to those whose effort in

sales went above and beyond. Selling things like popcorn and peanuts teaches boys self-reliance and achievement. It also
helps your unit grow and helps our Council to remain strong and independent so that we can always hold the title of
"America's Oldest Council."

BOY SCOUT SUMMER CAMP FEES FOR 2009
$300 basic camp fee
$240 if Troop pays by May 1 AND submits merit badge request list for all boys by May 1 (automatic $60 fee reduction).
$225 if Troop follows May 1 guidelines outlined above and sells popcorn or does Family FOS at "fair-share" levels.
$210 if Troop follows May 1 guidelines as outlined above and sells popcorn AND does Family FOS at "fair-share" levels.

Leader Fee: First two free, $100 per leader thereafter to cover the cost of meals. Those volunteering their time in a pro-
gram area will not be charged for camp attendance.

The biggest thing that might catch your attention is the large basic camp fee. This was instituted because many of our
Troops do not pay on time and most do not turn in the list of the merit badges their Scouts want to take at camp. As you
can imagine, this presents us with huge administrative
huge frustration to the volunteer merit badge counsel o
yes, the basic camp fee appears to be tremendous. However, all a Troop needs to do is to pay on time and submit a
merit badge request list for all Scouts attending and they receive an automatic $60 per Scout reduction in the fee.
