SURF THE WEB

Those of you who use the internet and have not yet tried "Goodsearch.com" as your search engine, we strongly urge
you to consider giving it a try. In the 12 months since we started with Goodsearch, we've raised roughly $100 for the
support of the Council. That's not much, but it's not money out of the pockets of anyone in Warren County either.

Goodsearch partnered with Yahoo to provide a way for charities to raise money by searching the internet. The money
we receive from each search comes from those who advertise on Goodsearch. Every time you do an internet search,
or buy something online through ebay or Best Buy (and many others), we receive a portion of the advertising revenue.

It's VERY simple, and the search results are through Yahoo, which many people use as their default search engine
anyway. All you need to do is go to goodsearch.com. | n t he | ine "
"Chief Cornplanter" and we will automatically start receiving funds each time you search. Check out their page. If you
buy from ebay or a long list of retailers, using Goodsearch, we get a portion of advertising revenue as well. In one year
we've done almost 8,000 searches for our Council on Goodsearch!

If just 20 Scouters did 20 searches a day, each work day for the next year, that would be 96,000 searches and we
would raise over $1,200. If you buy things online through Goodsearch, that would increase that total. It's easy, doesn't
cost you a penny, and the search results are good. Please consider using Goodsearch, and unit leaders, we ask that
you pass this information on to your Scouts and encourage them to support Scouting by searching the internet using
Goodsearch as well.

SILVER BEAVER AWARD REMINDER

The Silver Beaver Award is the highest honor a Council can bestow on a volunteer. It is presented to a deserving
Scouter each year based on a number of criteria which include that person's tenure in Scouting, contribution to Scouting
(not necessarily cash contributions but also in terms of time, effort and devotion to Scouting as a movement in our
Council), as well as their dedication to their chosen religious affiliation and the public at large. The person nominated
must be a registered member of the Boy Scouts of America.

In order to even be considered for the award, an individual must first be nominated. No one may nominate them self.
After all nominations are collected, members of the Council Silver Beaver Lodge anonymously decide, based solely on

the qualifications presented in the nomination forms, who the next Silver Beaver Recipient will be.

Nominations are currently being accepted. You may nominate anyone who you feel is deserving - whether they currently

go above and beyond for Scouting, or they have in the
nomi nate someone, they candédt even be considered for th
Nomination forms can be obtained at the Council Service Center. Please take some time to nominate a deserving
Scouter! Nomination forms are due into the Service Center before March 13. We will accept them after that date (and
any time) but those received after March 13 will not be considered for the award until 2010.

ACCEPTING SCOUTS FOR NATIONAL JAMBOREE

Just a few slots are left for Scouts to attend the National Jamboree in 2010. This Jamboree is being planned to be the
biggest and best Jamboree ever held by the Boy Scouts of America. Boys who attend will have the opportunity to see
and do things they never thought possible, as well as meet fellow Scouts from all 50 states and many other countries.
Not everyone will be able to say they attended the 100th Anniversary Celebration at the National Jamboree!!!

All Scouts from Webelos to age 16 can attend (see age rules below).

Scouts attending the National Jamboree in 2010 must attend Summer Camp, 2010 at Camp Olmsted. There will be no
charge for Summer Camp for Jamboree participants. All Scouts attending must have at least 2 full summer Scout
uniforms. We will be placing a large order for uniform parts in the fall of 2009 and this should save everyone a lot
money.

Cost to attend the 2010 National Scout Jamboree  is only $1,450. We've done our level-best to keep the fee as low
as possible. We've broken the payments into easy to manage installments and all participants will receive a coupon
payment book upon paying their initial deposit. In addition, camperships will be available and there will be other
fund-raising opportunities which will benefit the participants only and the Council will only use these funds for the
Jamboree and related expenses.

IF YOU THINK IT COSTS TOO MUCH TO AFFORD, YOUREWRONG. We wondét deny any S
ticipate and has a financial need. Don't miss this once-in-a-lifetime opportunity because you think you can't afford it.
This fee includes transportation, meals and lodging en route to and from the jamboree, special patches, neckerchief,
patr ol and troop equipment, a Jamboree training weekenr
sightseeing trip (2005 Jamboree went to Washington D.C.).

TO REGISTER: All Scouts wishing to attend the Jamboree must register on line at myscouting.org. You will need to
create an account for yourself. Once you do that, and log in, click on "Event Reservations", then click on "Jamboree"
and you will be walked through the registration process. This is a National Office requirement and there is a $10
processing charge at the end of the registration process. The $10 processing fee will be discounted from the total
Jamboree price. In addition, in order to secure your spot, interested participants must submit a $100 deposit and
Jamboree Registration form to the Council Office as soon as possible.

NATIONAL JAMBOREE PAYMENTS DUE

If you've registered for the National Jamboree online, you need to also register at the Council Office and submit a $100
deposit. If you've submitted your deposit but have not yet registered online, you still need to do that. Both of these must
occur for you to be considered as part of our contingent.

All participants, both youth and adult need to know that your second payment of $100 is now due to the Council Service
Center. You may pay more than the $100 if you wish, or pay a little each month, or just wait until the next notice is is-
sued. The National Office has a very strict payment policy that we must adhere to. When you make a payment towards
the Jamboree, those funds are sequestered in their own account and we do not use them for anything else. This way we
can always ensure that we have funds to send the National Office as required.

So, again, those planning to attend the National Jamboree in 2010 need to send in or drop off their next $100 payment
as soon as possible.

POPCORN AND PEANUTS A HUGE SUCCESS

Our fall Popcorn and Peanuts sale was the best we've ever had. Our Scouts combined sold in excess of $92,000 worth
of product (gross) - a new record for our Council! The newest products, peanuts, accounted for 20% of our total sale.

Of course, the Council doesn't get to keep all that money. We pay the popcorn and peanut companies a major chunk of
it, and our Scouts got to keep over $30,000 of it. We also purchase all of the incentive prizes out of the Council share of
funds. The point of selling Popcorn and Peanuts is not for the Council to get rich - it's so that all of our Packs, Troops,
Crews and Posts who sell, and sell well, can have enough funds to provide a high-quality program for the youth we
serve. Now its up to our units to provide a FUN, exciting program that will help keep Scouts active, as well as attract and
recruit new ones.

A huge thanks to Council Fall Popcorn Chair Mary Gustafson for her leadership in this effort. Also many thanks to the
unit leaders and other adults who support the sale and encourage the youth in their units to sell. We hope that 2009 will
be even bigger as the ONE Pack and ONE Troop/Post/Crew with the highest per-youth sales amounts will receive 100%
commission from their sale. Nothing paid to the Council. You achieve the top per-youth sale and you keep all the profit
from that sale. You will still have to pay for the product sold. All of our units have the opportunity to achieve this, regard-
less how many youth you have registered.

The 100% commissions start with our Spring "Treats For Troops" effort which starts on March 26. Get your youth mem-
bers excited now to go out and sell both popcorn and peanuts. We don't know of any other Council offering 100% com-
missions, and we may be crazy, but we feel strongly that if you do an amazing job and have the highest average per-
youth sale, you deserve it. More to come on Treats For Troops in our next Pathfinder and in the sale packets which will
be distributed to all units.
