Council Treats For The Troops Chair Ed Burris announces that the effort to send as much popcorn to our active-duty
military members in Iraq & Afghanistan is back this Spring for a third year. We sincerely hope that all of our Packs,
Troops, Crews and Posts participate in this important service.Over the past two years we've sent nearly $15,000 worth
of popcorn and peanuts to our troops overseas with the help of generous people in the community and the USO.This
year we will have four products to choose from: $14 Microwaveable popcorn, $8 Carmel Corn tins, a $5 bag of peanuts
will be added to the list of items. The USO sent us pictures of one of the camps our soldiers are stationed in Iraq and told
us how very much they appreciate the treats we're sending. Our hope is that every Scout will set a personal goal of sell-
ing $200 worth of popcorn and peanuts so that we can send as much of these items as possible to those who are laying
their lives on the line in active war zones. Units who sell will receive a straight 35% commission from their unit

sales. Sales forms will be mailed to all unit leaders soon. The sale starts March 26th and ends April 23rd - when we
hope to send over $10,000 of treats to our troops. Let's all pitch in and make this year's effort even more successful
than last year.

CENTENNIAL QUALITY COUNCIL

As you may have seen in the newspaper, our Council has achieved the National Centennial Quality Council Award from
the National Office for the year 2008. This is a huge accomplishment for us, considering our size relative to other Coun-
cils, as well as the obstacles we've needed to hurdle. For the first time since 2001, and only the second time since
1998, we've put all the pieces together. Ten pieces to be exact! The National Office use to require Councils to pass 7
out of 10 items in order to be considered "Quality". Now, however, a Council must achieve all 10 items - no mean feat.
We balanced our budget, were plus in membership, had new gifts to our Endowment fund, were plus in the retention of
youth, and excelled in all other requirements. Handsome Lake District was also recognized as a National Centennial
Quality District for 2008.

We're able to achieve this lofty honor because of the quality of program our volunteers offer our boys and because eve-
ryone in the Chief Cornplanter Council unselfishly pitches in to get things done. Hats off to everyone in our Council,
youth and adult. Without you we couldn't have done it. And now that we have, there's no reason we can't put a string
together. Let's show the BSA that America's Oldest Council (and third smallest) can achieve Quality in 2009 and be-
yond. Thanks to everyone!

CAMP WIDE RAFT RACE

This years Friday afternoon camp wide games will be a raft race. Troops or patrols may build a raft at camp to pattieipate.in

Materials may be brought with you or scavenged from the camp, BUT THE RAFT MUST BE BUILT DURING CAMP! We
race out around the buoy and back.

You can not use nails in the construction of the raft.

Oars or paddles must be crafted from material from camp (nothing from home).

You can not use a device that is designed to be paddled or rowed during normal usage as part of the raft.

You must wear PFD6s when racing (bring some from home
Rafts must be propelled through the water from a kneeling or sitting position.

You may use your hands to propel the raft only if your paddles break or end up on the bottom of the lake :

The winners must have their raft intact at the finish line.

The Camp Director and Program Director will have final say as to what is legal and what is not, so if you have any glesst®
ask in advance so your boys will not be disappointed on race day.

Scoutmasters, do you often wonder how you can get your scouts to take on leadership? Scouts, do you often

The above questions are some of the key elements for the National Youth Leadership Training (NYLT) event at
Custalogatown July 19 through July 25, 2009. This training was formerly known as Junior Leader Training.

NYLT is an exciting, action -packed program designed to provide youth members of the Boy Scouts of
America with leadership skills and experience they can use in their home troops and in other situations de-
manding leadership of self and others.  The NYLT course centers around the concepts of what a leader must
BE, what he must KNOW, and what he must DO. The key elements are then taught with a clear focus on
HOW TO. The skills come alive during the week as the patrol goes on a Quest for the Meaning of Leader-
ship.

NYLT is a six -day course. Content is delivered in a troop and patrol outdoor setting with an emphasis on im-
mediate application of learning ina fun  environment. Interconnecting concepts and work processes are intro-
duced early, built upon, and aided by the use of mnemonics (memory aids), which allows participants to un-
derstand and empl oy t he | e abBmuragdyouptrosphoisénd teo tariree becoufstos t e 1
this training event!
