EAGLE PROCEDURES

For those Scouts working on their Eagle rank, there are a number of things that their leaders, parents and other adults
need to know. The National Office has in place a very specific procedure which must be followed by the Scout, leaders
and the Council.

Step 1: Secure an Eagle Scout Project Workbook and read it thoroughly.

Step 2: Decide on a project.

Step 3: Complete the project book, obtain the appropriate signatures, and turn in to the Council Office.

Step 4: The Council then turns this over to the Eagle Scout Advancement Chair who may approve it or may suggest that
more information is needed.

Step 5: If approved, complete project and return the booklet to the Council Office completed in its entirety.

Step 6: After project is complete and all other requirements for Eagle Rank are finished, complete the Eagle Scout appli-
cation and turn it in to the Scout Office with the names and addresses of three personal references.

Step 7: The Council then immediately sends a letter to the individuals requesting a reference.

NO BOARD OF REVIEW MAY BE SCHEDULED UNTIL ALL REFERENCES HAVE BEEN RETURNED.

Step 8: Once all references are in, the Board of Review is scheduled.

Step 9: Board of Review.

Al requirements for the Eagle Scout "Patimday. ltisinsperatibedo fatlawm p
all procedures. Do not assume that you can have your Board of Review in your requested timeframe as it may take
weeks before all references are returned.

I f you have a younger Scout and he is planning to earn
but not always practicable. Always assume that you have time for one less palm than you plan on getting as you never
know what will occur in the meantime.

CAMP WIDE RAFT RACE REMINDER

This years Friday afternoon camp wide games will be a raft race. Troops or patrols may build a raft at camp to partici-
pate in the race. Materials may be brought with you or scavenged from the camp, BUT THE RAFT MUST BE BUILT
DURING CAMP! We will race out around the buoy and back.

You can not use nails in the construction of the raft.

Oars or paddles must be crafted from material from camp (nothing from home).

You can not use a device that is designed to be paddled or rowed during normal usage as part of the raft.

You must wear PFD6és when racing (bring some from home
Rafts must be propelled through the water from a kneeling or sitting position.

You may use your hands to propel the raft only if your paddles break or end up on the bottom of the lake :-)

The winners must have their raft intact at the finish line.

The Camp Director and Program Director will have final say as to what is legal and what is not, so if you have any ques-
tions, please ask in advance so your boys will not be disappointed on race day.
