The Camp Special price is 
just $3.00 per booklet but the sale only lasts until May 31. The sale starts Monday, March 15th. 
  
Troops - you may wish to purchase all the merit badge booklets that your Scouts will be using. This is a great way to get 
them for them at a sale price. It's also a great way for Troops to beef up their Troop libraries with current printings of all 
the booklets. And you can buy them when you turn in your Merit Badge request forms by May 1. 

  
Remember, you'll be saving $1.50 per booklet if you buy them at the Council Service Cen-
ter by May 31. If you purchase them at camp this summer they'll be at their standard price 
of $4.50.
