YOUTH PROTECTION TRAINING  
   
If you didn't already know this, the BSA now requires that ALL adult leaders be ñYouth Protection Trainedò as a condition 
of registration. In other words, you must take the training and submit a copy of a valid certificate of completion upon reg-
istering with the BSA. This is NOT just for new leaders. The BSA is very serious about this training. Executive Board 
Members,  90 year veterans of Scouting  Committee Members, Commissioners - in short, everyone! must take the train-
ing this year (unless you have taken it within the past two years and have a signed valid training card or certificate. All 
volunteers must complete the training every two years. 
  
The protection of youth is part of what we do, so this is not an unreasonable request by the National Office. Would you 
want your son involved in a youth development program that didn't require its leaders to be trained in youth protection? 
  
It's also very easy to take the training. You may either come to the Betts Service Center and request the training DVD, or 
you may go to our Council website and register to take the training online. There is no cost to take the Youth Protection 
Training.

If you will be a Boy Scout under 
the age of 18 and at least First Class Rank, or a Venturing Scout under the age of 21 by 
the time the Jamboree rolls around in 2013, you won't want to miss this opportunity to 
check out our new digs!!!
