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CELEBRATE OLMSTED'S 85TH!

In 1927, the first summer camp in our Council was held at the new Camp Olmsted, generously donated to our Council by
the late George Olmsted. Many young men have passed through Camp Olmsted since then - and have had positive life-
time memories. Thousands have learned outdoor skills, leadership, teamwork and many other important things that have
helped them become productive, responsible adults.

2012 marks another milestone for Camp Olmsted. 85 years of consistent service to youth, not just for summer camp, but
all year round.

One way we're celebrating this important anniversary is to offer two separate patches. One will be a standard Council
Shoulder strip (pictured) and the other will be with a large "back patch" in the shape of our bear, showing the old dining
hall from the original camp.

Now these limited-edition collectors items are a bit more pricy than normal patches but we're sure you'll understand
when we say that a portion of the proceeds of each patch sold will go straight to a maintenance fund to help ensure that
we'll be able to maintain and upgrade Camp Olmsted well into the future. Another portion of the proceeds will go straight
to our Council endowment fund to make certain that our Council stays in business, serving the youth of

Warren County, for many years to come.

The shoulder patches will be $8.50 each. The large commemorative back patch will be given as a thank you gift to any-
one giving $100 or more for the cause of camp Olmsted upkeep and maintenance. Anyone contributing $85 will receive
both the shoulder strip and back patch as our way of saying thank you. They are a bit more expensive than standard
patches, but they are a very limited edition to celebrate Camp Olmsted's 85th anniversary, and because the funds will be
used for the future of our Council and our Camp.
